  A new Burger King is under construction at 11757 Beach Blvd in the Beachwood Plaza.  There is only one  

  entrance into the strip mall parking lot off Beach Blvd.  At the last monthly meeting a question was raised about 
  the potential increase of traffic onto Beachwood Blvd. and entrance to Dunkin Donuts. QUESTION: How will the

  increased Burger King traffic affect our neighborhood and the traffic flow? 
  A volunteer called Mr. Don Drury at DOT (360-5644).  Mr. Drury stated that he would have Jax City review the timing cycles of the traffic light at Beach Blvd and Beachwood Blvd.  The City of Jax maintains the red light cycles for the State of Florida. ANSWER: He advised the City did in fact come out and review the red light cycles to make sure they are set within the predetermined limits.  The cycles are set on 120 second and 150 second cycles.  The lights are also currently set up for 3 different change cycles.  The cycles include a Monday thru Friday, Saturday and a Sunday cycle.   According to Mr. Drury, the light at Beachwood Blvd and Beach Blvd is operated on a pressure wire loop buried under the pavement.  This determines when a vehicle is present and starts the light cycle.  He said Burger King has NOT requested a permit for an additional entrance or exit on to Beach Blvd.
