FYI – Just In Case You Didn’t Know!
ALL DRIVERS entering the property without a Gate Access Card (including those of Owners and Residents) must register with the Security Officer at the Front Gate, show their Drivers License and specify their address destination.  Vehicle Operators without a Driver’s License are not allowed and will be refused access into the community.  This includes Guest, Contractor, Delivery, Repair, Service or Utility Personnel.   Entry through the Exit Gate is prohibited.
ALL VISITORS must show proof of identity upon request.  Non-resident minors (unaccompanied by an adult) must be registered by an Adult Resident with the Front Gate Security Officer. No ID – No Registration – No Access – No Exceptions!
ALL MINORS within the community are subject to enforcement of City of Houston Curfew Hours.
Gate Access Cards and Parking Stickers may be obtained by from Creative Management Company with a completed Resident Information Card and payment of $10.00 per card by Check or Money Order ONLY payable to BTHOA. 
Parking Stickers (Red or Blue) are not valid for Gate Access or as Proof of Residency.  Stickers are used to identify a car as belonging to an owner (blue) or tenant (red) while on the property.  

Owners residing within the community should take a copy of their current electric bill for proof of residency to Creative Management to obtain their Gate Access Card and Parking Sticker. 

Landlords are responsible for providing their tenants with information concerning BTHOA Deed Restrictions. Landlords should also inform Creative Management of a tenant’s lease expiration or provide proof of a court ordered eviction.
Residents should obtain their Gate Access Card and Parking Sticker as soon as possible to avoid delay at the Front Gate.  Please inform your visitors of “Visitor Registration Requirements” in order to enter the community.  
Tenants should take a copy of their current lease for proof of residency and a check or money order to CMC to obtain their Gate Access Card and Car Sticker. Proof of current automobile liability insurance may be required when registering.

BTHOA Deed Restriction & Rule Reminders
ADVERTISING SIGNS are prohibited without exception per Article 8, Section 7 (No signs taped to mailboxes, etc.) 

COMMERCIAL BUSINESS OPERATION in a townhome is prohibited per Article 8, Section 3 which specifically restricts townhome use to a private residence and prohibits any professional, business or commercial use of a townhome.  
DRIVING CARS on grass, basketball or tennis courts and common areas is prohibited per Article 8, Section 3.  

LOUD MUSIC is a violation of the City of Houston Noise Code and prohibited per BTHOA Article 8, Section 3 and 13 which prohibits …“the use or allowance of a condition to exist that “endangers the health or disturbs the reasonable enjoyment of other townhome owners or residents”.

PARKING on community streets, in front of driveways and along fences is a violation of BTHOA Deed Restrictions.  (Article 8, Section 14) specifically prohibits any “vehicle parking on streets or driveways which obstructs or prevents entrance and exit by owners, residents, and their invitees (except for reasonable need of emergency, construction or service vehicles) for a limited time”.   Non-residents as guests are limited to 48 hours parking in designated guest parking areas.  Residents are not allowed to park or store their personal vehicles, trailers, camping units, boats etc. in designated guest parking areas.  Illegally parked cars will be towed at their owners’ expense.
POOL PARTIES are not allowed.  Pool use is restricted to Residents and two pool guests per address accompanied by an Adult Resident at all times in the Pool area.  No Minors allowed in the pool area without parental supervision!
SPEED LIMIT within our private community limited to 20 MPH.  
WINDOW AIR CONDITION UNITS – are prohibited per Article 9, Section 4.

Briargate Townhomes is a Private Townhome Community within the City of Houston and Fort Bend County.  Our Community Association is known as the Briargate Townhome Owners Association (BTHOA).  Townhome residents and visitors are subject to any and all applicable BTHOA Deed Restrictions and Rules, City of Houston, Fort Bend County, State of Texas and United States of America codes, laws, ordinances, policies, regulations, rules and statutes.
Briargate Townhomes property is managed by Creative Management Company (CMC) located at 8323 Southwest Freeway, Suite 330 in Houston, TX 77074.  Their office number is 713-772-4420. Office hours are Monday through Friday 8 am to 5 pm.  Call CMC’s Maintenance Department at 713-772-4420 Xtn 189 to report repairs needed.              
YOU Make the Difference - Help Improve YOUR Community!
BTHOA Board and Creative Management are aware of complaints concerning pot holes, lighting and violations of Deed Restrictions and Rules.  Work Orders have been issued for repairs to pot holes and lighting. Citations and fines for violations of BTHOA Deed Restrictions and Rules are currently under review by the BTHOA Board of Directors.
HOMEOWNERS - Promptly Pay (or make arrangements) for PAST DUE ASSESSMENT FEES. Your assessment fees are required to pay for the cost of maintaining and improving the appearance, safety and security of your property.  This includes essential services (trash pickup, lawn and pool care, additional security officers) and property repairs (pot-hole repair, signage, lighting, speed bumps, etc.) and improvements.  
LANDLORDS - Update Personal Contact and Tenant Information IMMEDIATELY with Creative Management for Emergency and Security purposes.  Please screen tenants carefully for the safety and security of other residents and regularly inspect and repair your property.  Purchase insurance to insure your property investment against loss.
PARENTS/GUARDIANS - Ensure the Safety of Your Children with Personal Supervision AT ALL TIMES.  Do not allow children to climb fences or gates, loiter in community drives or visit pool area unaccompanied.  Remind them to avoid littering, profanity, trespassing, vandalism, etc.  Show them your example of a responsible community member.
RESIDENTS – Comply with City of Houston Codes and BTHOA Deed Restrictions and Rules.  Become actively involved by reporting violations of Deed Restrictions and Rules to Creative Management at Fax No. 713-772-8655. Provide written or typed details (date, time, address, name, vehicle description, license tags, type of violation, etc).  Pictures and and/or witness information is encouraged for documentation.  Your name and contact information is required in case additional information is needed.  Become a part of the solution instead of being a part of the problem.
CRIMINAL ACTIVITY Call the Houston Police Department Non Emergency Line 713-884-3131 regarding Burglary, Criminal Mischief, Theft, Suspicious Persons or Vandalism.  Contact your Utility Provider for suspected theft of services.
EMERGENCIES  Call 911 to report a Crime in Progress, an Emergency, Fire or Injury.
