Homeowners Survey Results

Highlights of the Survey taken  at the Homeowners Annual Meeting follow.  

96% of the Respondents are concerned about Criminal Activity in our community and are in favor of additional security measures.

80% of the Respondents want Rental Guidelines for Landlords, more thorough tenant screening methods and for Landlords to inspect their properties on a regular basis.  

An overwhelming majority want a Master Insurance Policy, Mandatory Homeowner Liability Insurance Policies, Proof of Automobile Liability Insurance and stricter enforcement of Deed Restrictions.

Also noted was the need to repair and/or replace community lighting, speed bumps and access to a BTHOA e-mail and/or website.
