Amanda Butterick has served as Clokey Park’s secretary/treasurer since its organization on July 31, 2007. Prairie Avenue Christian Church has served its neighborhoods since its establishment in September 1924, first serving meals to the unemployed during the Great Depression. It has hosted three neighborhood organizations; Nelson Park Addition Neighborhood Watch, Clokey Park Neighborhood Association, and briefly the Lion’s Park Neighborhood organization. For the last two years, the congregation of Prairie Avenue Christian Church has planned, fundraised, and supported an annual work day in the surrounding neighborhoods called Miracle Day.  Basic home repair services, including repairing porches, painting, and other activities are provided to homeowners who may not be able to qualify for federal or state programs and may be financially unable to hire professional repair services.

Elder Abuse


Knowing the Signs makes all the difference.


Decatur Police Department





Elder abuse is defined as “any intentional or negligent action that harms or creates the risk of harm to a vulnerable older adult.”


The National Center on Elder Abuse, part of the U.S. Administration on Aging, defines these commonly acknowledged types of elder abuse:


Physical Abuse: Inflicting, or threatening to inflict, physical pain or injury on a vulnerable elder, or depriving them of a basic need.


Emotional Abuse: Inflicting mental pain, anguish, or distress on an elder person through verbal and nonverbal acts.


Sexual Abuse: Non-consensual sexual contact of any kind.


Exploitation: Illegal taking, misuse, or concealment of funds, property, or assets of a vulnerable elder.


Neglect: Refusal or failure by those responsible to provide food, shelter, health care, or protection for a vulnerable elder.


Abandonment: The desertion of a vulnerable elder by anyone who has assumed the responsibility for care or custody of that person.


Every person – no matter how young or old – deserves


to be safe from harm by those who live with them, care for them, or come in day-to-day contact with them. Here are some warning signs that some form of Elder Abuse may be occurring.





	Physical Abuse


Unexplained signs of injury such as bruises, welts, or scars, especially if they appear symmetrically on two sides of the body.


Broken bones, sprains, or dislocations


Report of drug overdose or apparent failure to take medication regularly (a prescription has more remaining that it should)


Broken eyeglasses or frames


Signs of being restrained, such as rope marks on wrists


Caregiver’s refusal to allow you to see the elder alone





Emotional Abuse


Threatening, belittling, or controlling caregiver behavior that you witness


Behavior from the elder that mimics dementia, such as rocking, sucking, or mumbling to oneself.
