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Elder Abuse Signs


Decatur Police Department





Sexual Abuse


Bruises around breasts or genitals


Unexplained venereal disease or genital infections


Unexplained vaginal or anal bleeding


Torn, stained, or bloody underclothing.





Neglect by Caregivers and Self Neglect


Unusual weight loss, malnutrition, dehydration


Untreated physical problems, such as bed sores


Unsanitary living conditions: dirt, bugs, soiled bedding and clothes


Being left dirty or unbathed


Unsuitable clothing or covering for the weather.


Unsafe living conditions (no heat or running water; faulty electrical wiring, other fire hazards)


Desertion of the elder at a public place.





Financial Exploitation


Significant withdrawals from the elder’s accounts


Sudden changes in the elder’s financial condition


Items or cash missing from the senior’s household


Suspicious changes in wills, power of attorney, titles, and policies


Addition of names to the senior’s signature card


Unpaid bills or lack of medical care, although the elder has enough money to pay for them


Financial activity the senior couldn’t have done, such as an ATM withdrawal when the account holder is bedridden


Unnecessary services, goods, or subscriptions





Healthcare Fraud and Abuse


Duplicate billings for the same medical service or device


Evidence of overmedication or under medicated


Evidence of inadequate care when bills are paid in full


Problems with the care facility:


Poorly trained, poorly paid or insufficient staff


Crowding


Inadequate responses to questions about care





Who can report Elder Abuse?


Anyone can report a case of elder abuse in good faith.


	The Elder Abuse and Neglect Act provides that people – who in good faith report suspected abuse or cooperate with an investigation – are immune from criminal or civil liability or professional disciplinary action. It further provides that the identity of the reporter shall not be disclosed except with the written permission of the reporter or by order of a court. Anonymous reports are accepted.











CONO Grants Available


Small grants are available for neighborhood groups needing to get information or organization.





The Coalition of Neighborhood Organizations (CONO) announced the availability of small grants for neighborhood organizations this year.  Grants of up to $1000 are available.





Grants may not be used to purchase food, however. At the September 27, 2010 meeting, CONO President Robert Maulding suggested possible grant projects as yard signs for meeting announcements.

Roach School Update


City is working towards funding of demolition; Developer has paid last of IEPA Fees


Slow progress is being made to take care of the Roach School property.


The City of Decatur, which received a court order to demolish the property last Spring, is continuing to look at ways to fund demolition. Funding sources are being identified and will be presented for City Council consideration within the next couple of months.


Meanwhile, Decatur School House Lofts developer Jim Hobi recently announced the final payment of Illinois Environmental Protection Agency testing fees and the interest of another group to collaborate in development on the proposed plan for remodeling the fire-damaged structure into workforce and U.S. Veteran housing.
