Richland County Regulations
As we walk or drive thru our neighborhood we are noticing many violations of Richland County Regulations.  Some of these violations make our neighborhood look trashy, cause driving hazards, and emergency response problems.  If these violations are reported to the county, you may be ticketed. Here are some reminders of these regulations:
1.  No parking within 15 feet of a fire hydrant.

2.  No parking on a “tree zone”.  Tree zone is defined as the area between sidewalk and street.  No part of the vehicle allowed on this area.

3. No parking on street within 5 feet of either side of a driveway.

4. Green trash bin pick up is on Tuesdays.  These bins should not be placed on the curb any earlier than 7pm on the day before (Monday) pick up is scheduled.  The bins should be removed from the curb by 9pm on the day of pickup.
5. Yard trash pick up is on Wednesdays.  Yard trash should not be placed on the curb any earlier than 7pm on the day before (Tuesday) pick up is scheduled.  Any bins used for this purpose should be removed from the curb by 9pm on the day of pickup.
6. Recycle bin pick up is on Fridays.  Recycle bins should not be placed on the curb any earlier than 7pm on the day before (Thursday) pick up is scheduled.  The bins should be removed from the curb by 9pm on the day of pickup.
7. Pick up dog droppings.  The exact wording of this regulation is posted in front of Pet Smart.  Please be considerate and respectful of your neighbors’ property.  Put yourself in their shoes.  If you did not have a pet and had to pick up piles before you did yard work, how would you feel?  How would it feel to step in it when trying to get your mail or newspaper?
8. Campfires.  

a. Fire cannot be in an open area.  Translated the fire must be in a container (barrel, grill, fire pit, etc.)
b. Fire must be 25 feet from fence or building

c. Base not more than 3 feet in diameter and burning material not more than 2 feet high.

d. If the smoke is annoying, then report it.  576-3400 is the number to call.
