· The lawn care service has had trouble cutting certain areas due to MSD equipment. MSD will be contacted about this, as well as about the field along Beulah Church that has not been cut all spring.

· Yard waste has been blocking the water flow in several of the ditches and has caused flooding. Do not dispose your yard waste in the waterways. The city is capable of issuing homeowners fines.
· Thanks to Donnie Ray for clearing out an area around a lamp post and putting down grass seed.
