REMINDERS

SPEED LIMIT in the neighborhood is 25 MPH.  Please observe it!
NO PARKING on grass on a permanent basis.

NO PARKING on unoccupied property; this is a County regulation.
GREEN TRASH BIN day is TUESDAY.

YARD TRASH day is Wednesday.  Tree limbs can be 4 inches in diameter and up to 4 feet long.

RECYCLE BIN day is Friday.

Richland County regulations state that the bins and the yard trash can be on the curb from 7pm the night before to 7pm the day of pickup.  Fines up to $1000 do apply.  Many of you have been abusing these county regulations which makes our neighborhood look trashy.
Yard Tip

To prevent the green weeds that show up in our yards in winter, you should apply “pre-emergent” weed control products in October and January every year.  These are the optimal times to apply these products; however, it is not too late to apply them now to prevent crabgrass and other weeds that show up in summer.
