Avoid 
B
eing a Crime Victim…
Here are a few tips that can help you to avoid becoming a victim of crime:
Lock your car doors.
Keep records of the license plate numbers, make & model of car, etc.
Take valuables (Cell phone, GPS, MP3 player, etc.) inside the house or hide them in your trunk so they are not visible from outside the car.
If your car is tampered with, make a report to the police and to your BIO.
Lock all of the exterior doors & windows of your house.
Install motion detectors around your house.
Leave your front and back door porch lights on all night. 
Other than locked doors and windows, this is the most effective deterrent to crime in the home!

An inexpensive, easy to install light sensor can turn them off during daylight hours.
)
Go together with your neighbors to install a streetlight that will illuminate your yards. The installation is free and the monthly cost is nominal. Contact
