· Accomplishments of the past year…Annual yard sale, 2012 ID garbage contract remains the same with low rates and no fuel surcharge saving each ID homeowner approximately $30 a quarter, gas line repaired at entrance, financial projections completed, and cut costs in insurance.

· Totals for Year Ending August 31, 2012:  Revenues = $37,117; Expenses = $31,348; Money Market Account = $66,607; Cash Account $7,441; Land $3640; 

Total Assets = $77,688. 
· 2012/2013 Budget was presented. Motion made to table the proposed budget so that final numbers can be applied. The motion was seconded and vote was taken and approved. The budget will be updated and presented at the next meeting.
