Architectural Control Committee

· A request for a 6 foot privacy fence was submitted by 8014 Huntsman Trail. It was denied due to the Deed Restrictions.
Maintenance Committee

· L. Frazier reported that he attended to normal maintenance. He will soon start mulching and believes more rockwork will be needed after the yard sale.
· The Board wishes to thank Mike King and his son for putting the decorative street sign back up at the front entrance.
· One of the gas lights is currently disconnected due to a gas leak in the line. LG& E repaired the line but now needs to install a regulator next to the pillar to meet new codes. After that is completed, a plumber can then hook the gas line back up.

· The city was called to remove their stop sign from the front entrance but it still remains. Another call will be made to address this, as well as the broken up pavement on Stone Brook.

· LG&E will be called about the possibility of the electricity being cut off for the spotlight at the entrance.
Old Business 
· A homeowner’s concerns about traffic and parking on the day of the yard sale were discussed. Options for posting “No Parking” in certain key areas, especially near the intersection of Stone Brook and Huntsman, will be looked into.
· LG&E will be contacted about an audit of the street lights to see if there are less expensive options.

New Business
· 8007 Huntsman Trail – The home is currently in the process of being sold to New Care of Louisville, LLC, which places individuals into a group home setting. This goes against our Deed of Restrictions, which only allow single family homes. Our attorney has been contacted, a letter will be sent and the issue will continue to be addressed.
· Currently, the HOA Bylaws do not address rentals within the neighborhood. The attorney will be questioned on whether there is a way to prevent rental homes, regulate the number of rentals or if any options are available.
