If you see something or someone suspicious, call 911 and then contact Knight Watchman (918-451-0032) so they are aware of any criminal activity to watch for during their rounds.  Residents should be alert and watch out for your neighbors too.  
HELPFUL REMINDERS-

· Get to know your neighbors.
· Report suspicious activity and individuals to the police. 
· Do not leave your garage door open unless you are within sight.  
· Check the lighting around your home to make sure it’s working.  
· Do not open your door for anyone that you do not know.  
· If you do not have an alarm permit with the City of Tulsa, the police will not be notified to

Tips from the Master Gardeners Newsletter - 
· Annual bedding plants can be set out for summer color.

· Plant summer bulbs such as cannas, dahlia, elephant ear and gladiola.

· Plant watermelon, cantaloupe, cucumber, eggplant, okra, sweet potatoes, etc.  

· When the soil warms up, plant zinnias, periwinkle and other heat loving flowers.

· Mulch only after spring rains, wait until the soil begins to dry out before mulching.    

· Fertilize warm season grasses like Bermuda and Zoysia.  Use a complete N-P-K fertilizer in 3-1-2 ratio (21-7-14, 24-8-16) for the mid-May – September applications 

· Mow frequently – don’t remove more than 1/3 of your total grass height to avoid lawn damage.  
Collection of Past Due Accounts –

Another issue that we face is the collection of the annual dues.  Each and every resident knew there were Association dues when you purchased your home.  It is not fair to the residents who pay their dues in a timely manner to allow others not to contribute to the up-keep of our neighborhood.  It is also not the job of any board member to be a collection agency.

The invoices are sent out quarterly - January, April, July and October.  Dues are past due on the last day of the first month of the quarter.  When $120 in arrears, a lien will be filed and you will be taken to early settlement and on to small claims.  
Code Enforcement –

Does your neighbor have junk in their yard, disabled cars in their drive, or any other type of code violation? You can submit a confidential complaint on the Code Enforcement website:  http://www.cityoftulsa.org/reporting/reporting-problems.aspx, or call the Mayor’s Action Hotline at 918-596-2100.  Our neighborhood is everyone’s business!   

Did You Know? 

Potholes should be reported to the Mayor’s Action Line at 918-596-2100.

The City of Tulsa offers bulky waste pickup right from your curbside for a $5 fee.  This includes furniture and large appliances.  Not included are green waste items and construction debris.  For more information call 918-596-9777.

To report a non-functional street light call AEP-PSO’s customer service number: 888-216-3523 and state you are reporting a streetlight outage at a specific address.  If it is a minor repair such as a bulb or photo cell they will attempt to repair it within three business days.  A more complicated problem will take longer to repair.  

Tulsa Police Department non-emergency number is 596-9222.  In case of emergency dial 911!
Yard Waste Drop Off service is free to Tulsa residents.  The Greenwaste site is located at 10401 East 56th Street North (1/2 mile west of Highway 169 on 56th Street North), is open seven days a week from 9 – 4 p.m. excluding City Holidays.  

To have a dead animal removed from the public street or private property, call (918) 596-9777.
