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A Reminder about the City Ordinance on Leaf Blowers
We all like to enjoy our yards, pools, and patios in the evenings, but the peace and quiet is often spoiled by the noise 
and dust of leaf blowers. Please observe the city ordinance on this topic: 
(Pasadena City Ord. 6845 § 3, 2000: Ord. 6227 § 1 (part), 1987) 
"It is unlawful for any person to use or to operate, or cause to be operated any type of leaf-blowing machine or device 
within a residential area before 8:00 a.m. and after 6:00 p.m. Monday through Friday; before 9:00 a.m. and after 5:00 p.m. 
on Saturday; or at any time on Sunday."
