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OKC Actionline - City of Oklahoma City Code Enforcement is available at www.okc.gov or 297-2535.  Neighbor Services’ Code Enforcement Division is responsible for keeping neighborhoods free of dilapidated buildings, tall grass and weeds, inoperative vehicles, graffiti, junk/debris, animal issues, and other eyesores and nuisances.  Complaints can be filed anonymously.

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	The Kingspark HOA Board of Directors meets monthly and manages the operations of the HOA.  There are a variety of issues discussed at the meetings.  The HOA Quarterly Newsletter is an excellent way to keep the HOA property owners informed about the HOA issues.   Some of the current issues for the Kingspark HOA are, as follows:


Roofing - Kingspark HOA Covenants and Restrictions (C&V's) have roofing restrictions.  The roofing restrictions are in the HOA manual and are listed in most HOA newsletters.  Currently, a property owner has installed roofing materials that are not the correct color of shingles.  The property owner did not submit a roofing proposal prior to installation.  The HOA Attorney is now handling the issue and perusing legal action to bring the roof into HOA C&V's requirements.  Please submit all roofing proposals prior to installation and obtain an approval of roofing materials from the HOA.


Trailers, Boats and Recreational Vehicles - Article IX, Section 9.7 of the HOA Manual, is as follows: Boats, Trailers; Temporary Residences.  Boats, trailers or other vehicles, which are normally used as daily transportation, may be kept on the premises provided that they are totally concealed from the streets and are not visible from neighboring property.


 Over the last 12 months requests have been sent to 11 property owners about the trailers, boats, and RV's not properly stored.  The HOA receives calls and emails about property owners that are not complying from other property owners.  All complaints are addressed and legal action is taken on non-compliance.  Legal action costs vary from $50 - $600.   This cost is billed to the non-complaint property owner.  Please be mindful of the HOA C&V's and properly store trailers, boats, and RV's.


Vacant/Foreclosure Properties - Currently, there are five (5) properties vacant/foreclosed in Kingspark.  The HOA has lost $4,771.88 in uncollected HOA dues from these properties.  Uncollected dues affect the HOA's ability to make needed many improvements and keep on budget. 


Uncollected HOA Dues - Currently, there are another 32 properties which have outstanding HOA Dues totaling $4,915. That is a large sum when trying to budget for HOA improvements.  HOA dues are mandatory and are tied to each property deed.
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The HOA exhausts all efforts to collect unpaid HOA dues.  First, property liens and Small Claims Court are part of the collections efforts.  Next, the HOA Attorney is contacted to begin additional legal action.  In addition to the 32 properties, there are two (2) properties which have pending court dates for collection with HOA dues totaling $2,102. (Total for 34 properties, $7,017) 


     Please pay promptly it makes a difference for the entire HOA.  Many homeowners have always paid promptly and have an excellent payment record - Thank you!


Property Maintenance - The HOA Board of Directors addresses every complaint received about property maintenance: fencing, painting, lawn upkeep, and general appearance. The HOA manual, Article VII, 


Section 7.1 Exterior Maintenance In addition to maintenance upon the Common areas, the Association may at the request of an Owner provide all or any part of the following exterior maintenance upon such Owner’s Lot which is subject to assessment under Article V hereof; painting, repairing, replacing or caring for roofs, gutters, downspouts, exterior building surfaces, trees, shrubs, grass, walks, and other exterior improvements.


 Section 9.8 Maintenance of Lawns and Plantings on Lot   Each Owner shall keep all shrubs, trees, grass and plantings of every kind on his Lot, to the curb lines, neatly trimmed, properly cultivated and free of trash weeds and other unsightly material.  


     Property maintenance is part of living in a neighborhood with a mandatory HOA C&R's.  It is a costly process for the HOA to enforce C&V's because legal action is required.  It can cost $100 - $600 to enforce compliance.  Please keep property properly maintained; everyone does notice. 


HOA Improvements - There are many HOA improvements the Board of Directors continues to work on, as follows:


Tennis Courts - clean the surface, paint court lines, paint backboard, repair lighting switch, and stabilize support posts.


Sprinklers - new installation of sprinkler at the SW 104th east entrance and clubhouse, replace aging sprinkler controllers in cul-de-sacs, install 2 backflow preventers, and repair a sprinkler leak.


Clubhouse -  Detailed interior cleaning, touch-up interior paint, repair bathroom tiles, paint storage room, repair ceiling fan, repair/replace outside lighting, replace cement bench, annual termite service, repair cabinet  fixtures, repair tables & chairs, clean fireplace, refurbish clubhouse sign, clean windows, window chalking, repairs in restrooms, and refinish floors.


Drainage - Two greenbelt areas need drainage improvements including installation of drains and resurfacing to relieve water issues.


Pool - New sealant around cement, touch-up repairs on pool surfaces, paint pool furniture, install new gate, pump valve repair, and purchase new dividing rope.


Decorative Light Poles - Install 38 decorative light poles at $1,030/per pole.


Landscaping/Trees - Continue to remove dead and diseased trees, new landscaping at SW 104th east entrances, new landscaping at clubhouse, and plant trees/crepe myrtles in cul-de-sacs.
