The Beachwood Spring yard sales will be from 8:00 a.m. until 3:00 p.m.  The event will be advertised in the FL Times Union, on Craig’s List and Facebook and the Neighborhood Link for Beachwood.  So, start collecting and organizing items to sell and make some CASH.  Feel free to design posters for your own yard.  Finally, the civic association will post signs along Beach Blvd. to advertise the event.
*** The alternate date in the event of rain will be May 3, 2014.

Tips for a successful yard sale:
1)  Price to sell: be willing to negotiate the price. 

2)  Be prepared: Yard sales are a lot of work, but it will go much more smoothly if you’re organized and well-prepared.  Have old newspapers to wrap up fragile items and plastic bags to carry items sold.  Sell things clean, hang up clothes so buyers don’t have to dig through boxes (getting all your clothes dirty). Borrow some tables so everything is in view. Put larger, bigger priced items near the street to entice buyers out of their cars.  Also, use color-coded stickers with a price chart.
3) Consider teaming up with family or friends and use a “Multi-Family Sale” sign.

4) Plan for leftover items:  You could try to sell your leftovers online or you can donate them to a local charity.

How Does ShAdCo Work? 
Beachwood is in Zone Two, Sector E
The City of Jacksonville is divided into six police zones. Each zone has a substation that provides basic police services for members of the surrounding community.  The location for Zone Two is at Regency Square Mall, 9501 Arlington Expressway: Assistant Chief John Lamb - (904) 726-5100.  Topics of discussion can include but are not limited to eliminating drug houses, vehicular traffic, home security, and community education. 
If you are a victim of crime in Beachwood, it is very important to let the police know.  The frequency of patrols through the subdivision is based partly on criminal activity.  Your notification to the police could possibly deter further criminal activities.
