· Volunteers will place stop sign at front entrance in concrete once weather permits.
· The water line from the main shut off valve to the irrigation system in the Stone Brook island burst in the freezing temperatures. The water company had to shut it off due to the valve being buried under dirt and not found.
· The front entrance lights’ breaker has been tripping. Currently, a solution is being explored.
· A homeowner has asked for permission to replace perennials in the island on Huntsman that were pulled out. The board has no problems with this and appreciates the homeowner’s work.

Old Business 
· Creek stone entrance sign on Old Boundary will be looked at for missing rock in the spring.
· Options for repairing and repainting parts of the fence will be addressed.

New Business
· The land for sale on Beulah Church Rd was listed for $180,000 and plans submitted to city include dividing it as 3 lots for residential homes.
· The holiday decorations did not get out this year due to the freezing weather and ice during the weekend in December. New ideas, options and volunteers will be discussed at a later meeting.
· Several individuals over the past few years have requested that the yard sale be scheduled in the summer months. This has been considered and decided that it is worth a try. This year’s sale will be on Saturday, June 14.
A motion was made to pay for a sign and newspaper advertizing for the yard sale. It was seconded and approved unanimously.
· Junk pickup for ID customers will be scheduled. It may not be able to coincide with the yard sale due to the date change but there will still be a spring and fall pickup.
· A homeowner has requested that the neighborhood hold a block party and offered to help organize it. It is a nice idea and the board welcomes her to pitch the event at the March meeting. Everyone is welcome to attend with ideas and/or willingness to help.
· Randa Murray pointed out that the cost of stamps is soon going up and asked if she could purchase all the stamps needed for 2014 before this happens.
A motion was made to allow Randa Murray to purchase the amount of stamps needed for 2014 before the cost increases. It was seconded and approved unanimously.
