  On the Beachwood Neighborhood home page, there is a link to the Waste Pro brochure outlining guidelines for using the 
  new garbage and recycle containers.  It reads in part: 
 
 Place your garbage, yard waste, and recycling cart(s) at the curb no later than 6:00 AM on the day of 

collection.  Be sure your garbage carts’ wheels are facing the house within 3 feet of the curb.  Leave a 
2-foot space between  carts and a 3-foot space between the carts and obstructions  like mailboxes, parked cars, 
utility poles,  etc. All garbage must be bagged and fit inside your cart with the lid fully closed (for additional
carts, contact the City at (904) 630-City (2489).  Also, remember that recycle is now every other week.

There is already 
  a City Ordinance on the books regarding this situation:  STEPS: 1)www.coj.net 2) Top tab Living in Jacksonville,

  3) Departments-Animals & Pets, 4) Left side-Animal Ordinance and Enforcement, 5) Blue link on right side

  Chapter 462 of the Jacksonville Municipal Code; PART 3. NUISANCES; (b) Whenever an animal defecates upon
  any property not owned, leased, rented, or otherwise in the care, custody, or control of the animal's owner, the 
  animal's owner shall immediately remove and properly dispose of feces. The only exception is by permission of
  the property owner.
