If you feel your car has been broken into, CALL POLICE. If the crime is not in progress, use the non-emergency police phone number: (317) 327-3811. If a crime is in progress, use 911. Then notify a crime watch captain listed above.
A Crime Watch won’t work if crimes are not reported!
*Details given to police about the crime committed, description of cars, license plate numbers and/or persons involved will help them do their jobs.

	Update on Neighborhood Safety Efforts…

Street Lights: Your Farley Neighborhood Association Board of Directors has been working with IPL the past few months to get additional streetlights installed in our neighborhood. 

Part of the neighborhood was built when the city installed and maintained streetlights. However, the city placed a moratorium on streetlights in the late 1960s and any remaining sections of the neighborhood were built without them, leaving dark areas in these sections. These dark areas pose a safety concern for residents there.

Therefore, the board of directors determined that money from dues that were not needed for snow removal in past years without much snow should be invested in the safety of our neighborhood. To that end, the board will pay to have the lights installed and will pay the monthly fee from these funds to maintain them. 

We hope the residents living in these darker areas will feel the new lights are beneficial and will help you feel safer in your home and when you are on the street at night.
	
	Traffic Concerns: Speeding through our neighborhood and ignoring stop signs has increased recently and has become a safety risk to our residents, especially children. 

The board is working to have signs placed around the neighborhood to encourage drivers to slow down and watch for children playing. 
Please do your part by being alert when driving in Farley and observing the speed limits and stop signs. A child’s life may be at stake!

Ice Removal: Snow was removed from our streets this winter each time it exceeded 3”. 

However, ice became a problem several times and after being notified by residents of the situation, we had to call for salt to be placed at intersections and on hills. 
The board is working with our snow removal company to determine the criterion to initiate the spread of salt automatically as it’s now done for snow removal. We should have this completed by our next round of snow and ice.
