	Summer Vehicle Storage

   As Summer starts to come to an end it will be time again to think about storage of your summer vehicles.  Traditionally the Bluffs HOA has allowed summer vehicles to be parked in view from Memorial Day through Labor Day as a courtesy to everyone during the high-use season.  We ask that by Labor Day all Summer vehicles be stored back in the garage or storage facility per covenant requirements.
“Prohibited Structures               

No house-trailer, trailer, (except boat trailers), or bus shall ever be kept or stored on any lot unless completely inside of an approved garage. No boat or boat trailer shall ever be kept upon any of said lots except to the rear of the frontline of the improvements, and then only when properly screened from all adjoining thoroughfares.”  
 


A few Colorado Springs City codes we need to be mindful of 
Landscape and Maintenance

All regular and normal maintenance practices of landscaping including weeding, irrigation,  fertilizing, pruning and mowing are required.   Maximum height of weeds is 9” tall.   Fire hazards can be created by not taking care of this obligation.   It is the duty of each owner to maintain landscaping at all timed and to cut and mow weeds, or remove any accumulation of cuttings, mowings, branches, pine tree needles or other debris which is within 55 feet of any building or structure.    Remember it is not only your home you are protecting.
Duty to Prune

The owner of any house, building or property within the City shall not permit the branches of any shade, ornamental or other tree to project over any street, avenue, or sidewalk, in front of the house, building or property to hang lower than 8 feet from the surface of the sidewalk.
Cleaning Sidewalks

Every owner and occupant of real property within the City shall keep the public sidewalks adjacent to their real property, in a clean condition free from projections and obstructions across the surface.  This means free from debris, landscape materials, litter etc.  
Noisy Pets or Animals Prohibited

It shall be unlawful for any person to own or keep any pet or hoofed animal which by any unreasonably and persistent barking, howling, baying, yelping, crowing, crying or other utterance disturbs the peace and quiet of the neighborhood.
Being courteous of your Neighbors
The above information is being provided as some homeowners are allowing obstructions on their sidewalks and allowing the weeds to grow too large on their property.   There are also properties that have allowed dandelions to grow and this caused them to spread to their neighbors yard.   Try to be courteous and maintain the exterior of your home not only for your pride but for the rest of the neighborhood as well.

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           Colorado Springs History 

Katherine Lee Bates wrote “America the Beautiful” after being inspired on the summit of Pikes Peak, near Colorado Springs.

Famed aviator Charles Lindbergh, a member of the Air Force Academy New Site Committee, rented a light plane in Colorado Springs, flew over the site with committee members aboard and pronounced it fit for flying.

The use of fluoride to help prevent tooth decay has its origin in the Colorado Springs area. Dr. Frederick McKay of Colorado Springs was studying the "Colorado Stain" that was found on teeth of folks drinking lots of spring water from the area. In 1909, he discovered the connection with fluoride in water being able to prevent tooth decay.

American physicist Nikola Tesla built a laboratory in Colorado Springs in 1899 for his experiments in the wireless transmission of electrical power. The site of the lab, the present intersection of Foote and Kiowa streets, is now a residential area.
