Did you know the Fall is the best time to garden in 
San Antonio? With the heat of late August and 
September, seeds and transplants grow faster. 
When it cools off in October and early November, 
vegetables don't bolt and produce longer. In late 
November and up into January, some vegetables 
like onions, scallions, lettuce, broccoli and cauli-
flower are at their best! Even wild flower seeds 
germinate in the Fall, remain as very small plants 
all winter and then flower like mad in Spring.
