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Baked Ziti
Prep 30 min     Cook 1 hr     Ready In 1 hr 30 min 

· 1 pound dry ziti pasta 

· 1 1/2 tablespoons olive oil 

· 1 onion, sliced 

· 1 teaspoon minced fresh rosemary 

· 4 cloves garlic, chopped 

· 1/2 pound ground beef 

· 1/2 pound ground pork sausage 

· 1 1/2 (26 ounce) jars spaghetti sauce 

· salt to taste 

· 1 (6 ounce) package provolone cheese, sliced 

· 3/4 cup sour cream 

· 3/4 cup cottage cheese 

· 1 (6 ounce) package mozzarella cheese, shredded 

· 2 tablespoons freshly grated Parmesan cheese 

Directions:
Bring a large pot of lightly salted water to a boil. Cook pasta in boiling water 
for 8 to 10 minutes, or until al dente; drain.

Meanwhile, heat olive oil in large, heavy skillet over medium heat. Cook 
onion in oil until tender. Stir in rosemary and garlic. Transfer to a small bowl.

Place ground beef and sausage in the skillet. Cook over medium-high heat 
until evenly brown. Stir in the onion mixture and the spaghetti sauce. Season 
with salt. Reduce heat to low, and simmer for 10 minutes.

Preheat oven to 350 degrees F (175 degrees C).
Grease a 9x13 inch baking dish. In the prepared dish, layer 1/2 of the cooked 
pasta, provolone cheese, sour cream, cottage cheese, and a little less than 
1/2 of the meat mixture. Then layer the rest of the pasta, mozzarella cheese, 
remaining meat mixture, and Parmesan cheese.

Bake in the preheated oven for 20 to 30 minutes, or until heated through and 
cheeses are melted.

If I sign a 15, 20, or 25 year Long Term Lease, does that mean I have to live in the park until the lease expires?


No!  You could sign a 25 year lease today and give us a 60 day notice the next month that you are selling your home.  Once a new owner closes escrow on your house, your obligation to pay space rent goes away like it does with a month to month lease.  The lease is assignable so the buyer of your home will receive all of the same benefits you are electing.  Additionally, the lease limits how much the rent can be raised for your site upon turnover.


What happens if the Park Owner decides to sell the property?


If the park owner one day chooses to sell the property or change management companies, the lease provisions are binding and the new owner must honor your long term lease terms. 


A manufactured dwelling or floating home facility landlord may not increase rent under a fixed term lease unless the lease specifically states that the landlord can do so.  Oregon law generally does not allow cities and counties to enact local laws that limit the amount of rent landlords can charge.
