Since
successfully closing the drug house, MNA has combatted a poorly run halfway house, worked with our legislators on the
Hahn Arroyo improvements, negotiated with APS the use of the Montgomery School property, worked with the city to
landscape the medians on Comanche (twice!), as well as many other zoning and safety issues.
