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       WHAT HAPPENS IF THE BEACHWOOD CIVIC ASSOCIATION
                (BCA) CLOSES DUE TO LACK OF VOLUNTEERS?
There will be THREE Officer positions vacancy for 2020.  Currently the BCA Bylaws state to qualify as an Officer, the person must: 1) be a resident member of the association, 2) BCA dues of $25 must be current and 3) must have attended a minimum of four (4) meetings per year.  However, at the last civic meeting, a motion was made to AMEND the BCA Bylaws to address the current emergency situation.  The motion was accepted (by 100%) to allow for a resident to hold an Officer position even if they had not attended the minimum of four meeting per year.  This may avoid the collapse of the BCA.  What are the benefits of a civic association you may wonder:
1) Mulch along the two medians is renewed as needed and is paid for out of the BCA dues;
2) Palm trees along the two medians are trimmed, as needed, and the labor is paid for with the BCA dues;

3) Night lights along the medians and at the entrance are maintained and paid for with the BCA dues;
4) Repair of the WELCOME TO BEACHWOOD sign damaged by an automobile crash was handled by the President of the BCA;

5) Repair and repainting of the cracking entrance signs to BEACHWOOD was coordinated by the BCA Officers and the repairs paid for with the BCA dues;

6) A joint effort was coordinated with Councilman Scott Wilson and the BCA Officers to get the Beachwood Community Center reopened for after school programs.  This provides a safe place for kids as well as computer access for homework.
7) Volunteers trim branches hanging over the sidewalks along Beachwood Blvd.  This makes the path for pedestrians much easier.  The pickup request for the branches are initiated by the volunteers. 
8) Saturday Clean Up Day is coordinated by Officers of the BCA.  Everyone who lives in Beachwood should come out and support the clean-up efforts.  This also sets a good example for the younger generations.
9) The yearly Neighborhood Yard Sales is coordinated by the BCA Officers and advertising paid for in the FL Times Union with BCA dues.

10) New painted street/lane lines along Beachwood Blvd. up to Beach Blvd. intersection.

11) Monthly meetings are held by the BCA for any neighbors of Beachwood who wish to attend.  Information is shared by 

the board of any issues known to them, and neighbors can also provide local information, safety concerns, etc.
So, if you own a home in the subdivision, please give serious consideration to serving.  If there are no candidates for 2020, the BCA will ultimately dissolve once the funds are depleted.  Do you want to see old and faded mulch at the medians and shabby palm trees?  All the flood lights would be dark!  If you own a home, you have a vested interest in keeping your property values up.  Please come to the next two (2) meetings for 2019 to learn more about the civic association.  The vacant positions will be:  PRESIDENT, VICE PRESIDENT AND SECRETARY.  There will also be a vacancy for the EDITOR OF THE BEACHWOOD BREEZE NEWSLETTER.  The meetings are on the THIRD TUESDAY OF EACH MONTH.  The past and current Officers aren’t moving and will be available for mentoring and tutoring as needed so take a leap of faith and become involved in your community to help keep the BCA going strong!!!
