Just How Important is it that you attend a PPNA Meeting.





  If you have never attended a Pasture Point Association (PPNA) meeting then you are not taking advantage of your right to observe and participate in the decision-making process that protects, preserves, and enhances your community's assets and, ultimately, your property values.


  If you really understood what kind of business is conducted at a PPNA meeting, and the important role that you, as a resident, play in making those decisions, then you just might change your mind and chose to attend.


  Most of the decisions made at a PPNA meeting have a direct impact on the property values of our community. Some decisions have an indirect effect, but whether they affect property values directly or indirectly, they all have some


impact on our community and as a member of the community, they impact you.


  There are different phases of a PPNA meeting. The Business Meeting, at which the Board discusses the finances and other issues brought up at either the Officers or Board meetings. 





Making Pasture Point Safer One Block at a Time





Our Neighborhood Watch is a partnership between the Hampton Police Department and residents of Pasture Point. This partnership will provide you with the opportunity to get to know your neighbors, and allow officers to get to know you and our neighborhood. In an effort to reduce crime and enhance quality of life in our community, we will work with the Hampton Crime Prevention Coordinators to educate you on protecting yourself, your neighbors, and your property from crime. Statistical data, along with criminals themselves, confirm that when neighbors organize, the opportunity for crime is drastically reduced.
