Garbage Collection:  In an effort to begin the new year with a clean start, a major effort was made to call in large items for pickup.  Due to the new automated system, any items that do not fit into the green cart, need to be called in for  special pickup**.  Some large items for example were on: Cape Horn Ave.: dresser, mattresses; Mangrove Ave.: large TV; Sail Avenue: carpet, chair, table; Shellfish Dr: tire and mattress. Now, the officers who patrol through Beachwood can be aware of these suspicious people in the future.   When you call remember to SALUTE:
S=size (number of people involved, ages, physical descriptions and gender)

A=activity (exactly what they are doing)

L=location (provide exact location)

U=uniform (describe what they are wearing)

T=time (provide date, time and duration of activity)

E=equipment (describe vehicle color, make, license plate and weapons, if any).
