Annual Clinic Report, 2008-2009

CHANGE. ADAPTATION. These are two words that describe Christian
Nursing Service and the Adult Health Clinic. Wednesdays have changed - no longer
is there a long line of patients waiting for the clinic to open and to see the doctor.
Only a few people wait at a time for the clinic to open. We help them as best we can,
from referring to another facility perhaps, to checking their blood pressure,
removing stitches or helping them by giving them a voucher to have a prescription
filled or to have a tooth pulled. We have learned to adapt to the slower pace of the
clinic but continue to be ever hopeful that one day soon a doctor will again
volunteer at the clinic and the pace will increase.

We are now providing a new free service. On the second Wednesday
afternoon of the month, free, confidential HIV, Syphilis and Hepatitis C testing
through the Center for Mental Health in Lafayette. We have had a few people come
in, and are hoping the numbers increase as the word gets out that this service is
being offered.

I cannot mention the Well Baby Clinic without first thanking Rebecca Lang
and the Montgomery County Health Department. The MCHD is responsible for
ordering vaccine for CNS, under the authorization of MCHD’s health officer, Dr.
Howland. This program, which is through the Indiana Department of Health Vaccine
for Children Program, allows us to vaccinate eligible children for free. Not only do
we have a weekly clinic for vaccinations, which Rebecca helps at every week, but
also have held immunization clinics at the three county high schools throughout the
year. Last spring, three hundred TDaP and meningococcal vaccines were given to
area juniors and seniors. Every August an immunization clinic is held at
Crawfordsville High School for incoming kindergartners during registration. This
year we also added booster vaccines for children ages eleven and up.

Thank you to all of our volunteers, the nurses, clerks and those who help in
the clothing closet. You all help the clinic run smoothly and offer kind words and
assistance to those in need by the giving of yourself and of your time. Christian
Nursing Service is what it is because of you.

Summary Clients, 1994-2009
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HHW - The State of Indiana implemented Hoosier Healthwise in 1994, a mandatory
managed care program for eligible Medicaid recipients that included adults and
children.

CHIP I - The State Children’s Health Insurance Program (now referred to as CHIP,
not SCHIP) was enacted with bi- partisan support ... as part of the Balanced Budget
Act of 1997 (BBA). Together with Medicaid, CHIP has helped to reduce the rate of
low-income uninsured children by expanding eligibility levels and simplifying
enrollment procedures. Indiana included this as part of Hoosier Healthwise in 1998

CHIP II - In 2000, Indiana modified the program to provide broader coverage of
children as part of Hoosier Healthwise.

Dr. Baird - In January 2000, Dr. Baird joined the clinic as a volunteer physician. In
November 2007, Dr. Baird retired from the clinic.

Almost 250 people assist in some
way with this program! St. John’s Episcopal, Holy Cross Lutheran, Mount Zion
United Methodist, First United Methodist, St. Bernard’s Catholic, Wabash Avenue
Presbyterian, First Christian, First Baptist, East Side Baptist and Christ Lutheran
churches provide many drivers. Wabash Retirees, as well as both the Noon and
Sugar Creek Kiwanis organizations supply volunteers. In addition many individuals
deliver meals.

We were fortunate to be able to recruit several new volunteers this year,
especially for the important task of packaging meals. Our regular coordinators have
continued to carry out their responsibilities. Judy Jones has been assisted by Sue
Rickett and Judy Covalt in the packaging department. Jim Sexton continues as driver
coordinator, Bob Rogers as route designer, Gary Stull as treasurer and Marge Ross
and Isobel Arvin as general coordinators.

We are also blessed to have 11 individuals or families plus the Berean
Sunday School Class from First Baptist Church who sponsor clients. A client may be
sponsored for approximately $50 per month. There are other needy persons who
could be helped by sponsors.

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Bylaws of Christian Nursing Service, 2008

ARTICLE I: CORPORATION MEMBERS AND MEETINGS

SECTION 1 —ACTIVE MEMBERSHIP. Any resident of Montgomery County may
become an active member of Christian Nursing Service Corporation by volunteering
services and/or contributing monetarily, to the health and welfare of county residents
through the structure of this organization.

SECTION 2 —HONORARY MEMBERSHIP. Honorary membership may be
conferred upon individuals who have made significant contributions to the work of the
organization.

SECTION 3 —ANNUAL MEETING. The annual meeting of the corporation shall be
held in the month of September of each year at a time and place to be designated by the
Board or Directors.

SECTION 4 —SPECIAL MEETING OF THE MEMBERSHIP. Special meetings of
the members of the corporation shall be called by the President at the request of the
Board of Directors and shall be held at a time and place to be designated by the President
of the corporation.

SECTION 5 —NOTICE OF MEETINGS. The Secretary shall print written notice of
all meetings of the corporation in a local newspaper at least one week prior to the date of
the meeting. Such notice shall state the time and place of the meeting.

SECTION 6—QUORUM OF MEMBERS. Those members of the corporation present
at any duly called meeting of the corporation shall constitute a quorum.

ARTICLE II: BOARD OF DIRECTORS

SECTION I —NUMBER AND ELECTION. The management of the affairs, business,
and property of this Corporation shall be vested in a Board of Directors consisting of
twelve (12) elected members AND the representatives of the CNS affiliated organizations
specified below. Elected board members shall serve a two (2) year term and will take
office at the close of the annual meeting.

The following shall be eligible to vote if in attendance (NO PROXIES) at a duly called
meeting of the Board of Directors:

A. One vote for each of the twelve (12) elected members of the Board of
Directors;
B. One vote for the representative of each of the following CNS affiliated
organizations:
1. Well Baby Clinic;
2. Montgomery County Health Nurse;
3. Host Church;
4. Meals on Wheels;
5. Telecheck;
6. Clothing Closet;
7. Crawfordsville Schools;
8. North Montgomery Schools;
9. South Montgomery Schools;
10. Treasurer of CNS, if not a member of the Board or Directors.

No person in attendance may cast more than one (1) vote, even if they hold more
than one position entitled to vote.

SECTION 2—Re-Election. If an elected member of the Board of Directors has assumed
his full share of responsibility during his first term, he or she shall be eligible for re-
election for an additional term. Upon completion of two (2) successive terms, a period of
one year must elapse before that person may be re-elected to the Board of Directors.

SECTION 3—Vacancies on the Board of Directors. The Board of Directors shall have
the power to fill any vacancy in the positions of member of the board, officer, or member
of any committee. Any person elected to fill an unexpired term who serves half or more
of that term shall be considered to have served a full term. Any member of the board who
is absent from any four consecutive meetings may be replaced.

SECTION 4—Frequency of Board Meetings. Regular meeting of the Board of
Directors shall be held monthly from September through June, or as designated by vote
of the Board of Directors. Special meetings of the Board of Directors may be called by
agreement of the elected officers.

SECTION 5—Quorum. Those members of the board who are present shall constitute a
quorum at any meeting of the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE III: OFFICERS

SECTION 1—Number. The officers of the corporation shall be President, Vice-
President, Secretary, and Treasurer.

SECTION 2—Election. Officers of the corporation shall be chosen from the Board of
Directors and shall be elected at the annual meeting of the corporation from a slate
presented by the committee on nominations and upon nominations from the floor.

SECTION 3—Duties. Duties of the officers of the corporation shall be:

President: to conduct the meetings of the corporation and the Board of Directors,
to appoint all committees necessary to carry out the work of the corporation, and
to supervise the business of the corporation.

Vice-President: to assist the President in the above stated duties, to conduct
meetings in the absence of the President, and to acknowledge all the contributions
to the organization.

Secretary: to prepare minutes of each meeting of the corporation and each
meeting of the Board of Directors, and to handle the general correspondence of
the corporation.

Treasurer: to collect, record all contributions and disperse monies held by the
corporation.

ARTICLE IV: COMMITTEES

SECTION I—Committee on Nominations. The President of the corporation shall
appoint, when needed, a committee on nominations. The committee shall consist of four
persons, two of whom are members of the Board of Directors and two of whom are not
members of the Board.

SECTION 2—Special and Standing Committees. The Board of Directors of the
corporation may appoint special and standing committees, as they are needed. The
President with the approval of the Board of Directors shall appoint the chairpersons of
such committees.

ARTICLE V: Review of Financial Records

Before the annual meeting the president shall appoint a qualified person, who is not a
member of the board, to review the books of the corporation. The reviewer’s report shall
be filed with the records of the corporation prior to the date of the annual meeting.

ARTICLE VI: FISCAL YEAR

The fiscal year of the corporation shall be September 1 to August 31.

ARTICLE VII: AMENDMENTS
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BYLAWS 2008-2009

The bylaws may be adopted or amended at any regularly scheduled board meeting by the
affirmative vote of the elected board members present, provided that such amendment or
amendments have been proposed at the previous regularly scheduled board meeting or
meeting of the corporation.

ARTICLE VIII: PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY

The parliamentary authority of the corporation and the board shall be Roberts Rules of
-Order in all cases to which they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent
with these bylaws.
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
