Corinne Arnold brought in a mounted Epidendrum with small green b looms that was
tentatively identified as  Epi. Difforme . She also brought Brochtonia sanguinia aurea ‘Star” x
Br. Sanguinea aurea AO/AOS mounted on cork. Its light yellow blooms were on long stems.
This orchid shared “Member’s Choice”.

Carole Bennett brought in a small, fragrant  Neofineta falcata , Galeandra macroplectra

and Eria hyacinthoides . The white blooms on the Eria are clumped togethe r and look like

a hyacinth. The Galendra has tall upright pseudobu Ibs with 1 % flowers hanging from the
end have a shape that reminds me of daffodils.
