Featherstone Orchids 
 

 After a trip to the Orient where orchids were used in abundance for every day life offerings, Ed 
and his wife Lyn indulged into the growing of orchids. They utilized a sun room attached to the  
New England farm house for which they were caretakers. 

  
By 1992, when the farm owners decided to sell their property, they had about 500 orchids.  
Building a greenhouse and maintaining it in New England was prohibitive.  So they made a 
tough decision to change careers, pulled up roots and moved south. In the interim they began 
working for other growers to wet their feet in the commercial doings at shows. Roy Tokunaga of 
H&R took them under his wing immediately. Roy had future plans for them in Florida. In Oct. 
1994 they opened Featherstone Orchids in Crystal River, Florida.   
 

In the last 14 years the business has grown to 3 greenhouses with 6500 square feet of space, a large potting shed, a 
large work shed and a small seed lab. They have been exhibiting and selling orchids at over 20 shows a year as well as 
touring the country to give lectures. They have won their share of AOS awards (even 4 WOC trophies, 2 WOC silver 
medals) but are most proud of their educational awards as well as for a display they designed and built for H&R Orchids 
that won both an AOS gold medal and an artistic award.  
 
The Bugbees grow a lot of H&R products as well as a wide variety of plants from growers they have come to know from 
around the world. Their specialty in the professional world is not in any one genera but in teaching their customers how to 
grow what they purchase under specific conditions. They tirelessly answer questions based on their personal successful 
solutions. This ability (along with well grown products) has customers returning to them to seek out new treasures.

As of December 31, 2008 the month of December brought in $3,368.55 in revenue and incurred expenses of $546.38, 
resulting in a gain for the month of $2,822.17.  The checking account balance at the end of December was $5,531.22. 
 
As December marks the end of the 2nd quarter for fiscal year 2008-2009 I thought that our members might like to see 
exactly where our revenues are coming from and what expenses we have put those revenues toward.

CRANBERRY CHUTNEY   by Paul Mitchell�
Here’s the recipe that members were asking about at the Christmas Party.  I hope you enjoy it.  It takes a little extra time 
to make but it is worth the effort.   
INGREDIENTS                                                          
              1 cup raisins                                                                                                           
 1 1/2 cups boiling water                      
 
 2 cups sugar 
 2 tablespoons white wine vinegar 
 2 tablespoons julienne of peeled ginger 
 2 tablespoons orange peel julienne 
 1 cup fresh orange juice 
 6 cups fresh cranberries 
 2 small tart green apples, peeled, cored and finel y chopped 
 1 cup toasted, slivered almonds (about 5 ounces) 
METHOD  Place raisins in small metal bowl.  Pour boiling water over.  Let stand 15 minutes.  Drain and set aside. 
Bring sugar and vinegar to boil in heavy medium saucepan over medium-low heat, stirring to dissolve sugar.  Increase heat and boil 
until syrup turns light golden brown, stirring constantly, about 10 minutes.  Remove from heat.  Stir in ginger and orange peel.  Add 
orange juice and bring to boil, stirring constantly.  Add cranberries and cook just until they begin to pop, about 5 minutes.  Add raisins 
to cranberries.  Mix in apples and almonds.  Cool.   
(Can be prepared 2 days ahead.  Cover with plastic wrap and refrigerate.  Best served the day prepared before the flavors have 
melded, though it is also tasty once they have.)

Going for the green but your orchids are dying?  No t so fast with those thoughts.  Look at the three 
orchids in the pictures above.  Dying?  Maybe not!  The Malaxis latifolia shown above (right) has been  
in my collection for at least 8 years and will be t here for a long time.  Why?  This plant goes throug h a 
dormancy period during which its leaves will declin e and finally dry up. The plant will almost look li ke 
it has some type of disease.  Not true.  It’s simpl y getting ready to rest and build up energy for its  next 
blooming period in the Spring . 
 
Most dormant and deciduous orchids will have firm b ulbs and that is key.  Squishy soft bulbs are a 
different story but on orchids that go dormant, the  bulbs will stay firm. This time of year, It’s very  
important to know  which ones need a dry period and  which ones do not.  Which ones need a little cool 
temperature and which ones do not?  
Look at the leafless dendrobium above on the left s ide of the table. That’s Dendrobium anosmum.  It 
will typically lose its leaves and then put out bud s and usually flower before it will grow leaves aga in.  
Those long bare canes are firm, happy and healthy a s they begin their drying out period before they 
produce flowers again.  The nobile type Dendrobium are budding right now. 
The picture on the left shows a Catasetum ready to get some winter rest but the bulbs are solid and 
firm. Generally, if leaves are growing, the orchid needs water.  If leafless, keep the plant dry. 
Some of the genera of orchids having deciduous spec ies (ones that lose their leaves) are:  Barkeria,  
Calanthe (vestita, rosea, regnieri and cardioglossa ), Catasetum,  Dendrobium (nobile, anosmum.)  
Check the internet for the needs of other ones you may have. 
 
So, to get an “A” in the Back to School Orchid Corner , take a good look at your orchids right now and 
determine which ones are truly in distress and whic h ones are happy even though they may be 
leafless.   Know your orchids!
