REPORT FROM MNA MEMBERSHIP CHAIR:  
 

The new year is off to a good start. We have 51 members compared to 29 at this time last year. 
Our goal for 2008 is 10% increase over 2007 or a total of  263. We will do it but it will take all of us. 
Currently there are 12 individuals and 39 commercial members.  
 

Renewal letters have been sent to all 2007 members. Renewal letters are being prepared for all other 
known residents. It is difficult maintaining a non-member list because of so many changes. All these 
letters should be in the mail by the end of March. You do not have to wait for a renewal letter, use the 
application in the newsletter, on page 8. Thanks to Barb Reid who is translating the first page of the 
application in Spanish, it will be printed in the newsletter when available in place of the English ver-
sion. 2008 is going to be the most exciting year of MNA's 101 years.  
 

MNA is establishing a MNA Disaster List with the goal that it will contain the names of every one liv-
ing in a MNA dwelling, see page 2. If you are the Property Manager or Owner of rental property, 
please forward me the names of your renters and any subsequent change. Once this directory is estab-
lished, we  will know which resident uses oxygen, who uses wheelchairs or walkers, as well as other 
pertinent data. MNA has no idea when such information might be needed, but should there be a need, 
what a blessing to have it available.
