St Anthony Parkway Bridge to Be Replaced

The St. Anthony Parkway Bridge, an
important east/west access across the

24 tracks of the BNSF Northtown Rail
Yard, was scheduled for rehabilitation

in 2006. The project was to repair and
tenr xhi i [nwark Azi wei ip xvywwiw xsxep
span length of 525 feet), renovate the
bridge piers, and construct a new bridge
deck and approach roadways. As the
project developed, the City’s Department
of Public Works became aware of criti-
cal issues not foreseen in the initial 2002
project scope.

For a number of reasons, Public Works
has concluded that the bridge must be
replaced. The Burlington Northern Santa
Ji Venp{e} lewwiir vetrh ver xvejAg
growth since 2002. Minneapolis Public
Works found that the logistics of reha-
bilitating the bridge within the active rail
yard would have a considerably higher
impact on the project cost than initially
estimated. An analysis of the pier founda-
tions also indicated that the additional
weight of required concrete pier protec-
tion would result in the existing founda-
tions’ safe load limits being exceeded.
Strengthening of the pier foundations may
not be technically feasible, especially in
an active rail yard. The foundations’ load
limitations also eliminated the possibility
of adding bicycle lanes on this important
national scenic byway.

Replacement of the bridge requires sig-
rAgerx ehhnasrep jyrhw XIm pih xs Tyf-
lic Works’ decision to release the federal
funds it received in 2002 with the intent
to reapply for funds this summer. The St
Anthony Bridge was reprogrammed for
construction to begin in 2011. The antici-
pﬁtﬂd new schedule is:

Public Works recently completed a
Bridge Type Study, which will help to de-
termine initial concepts and preliminary
cost estimates for comment and input

Some potential plans could include
a two-span steel beam bridge, a tied-arch
bridge, a new truss bridge, and a cable-
stayed bridge.

As with all Public Works projects, com-
munity engagement and context-sensitive
design will be an integral part of the St.
Anthony Bridge project. To kick off the
community-planning process, Public
Works staff and | have scheduled a meet-
ing for Monday, September 17, at 7 p.m.

St. Anthony Parkway Bike Trail Construction to Begin

The Minneapolis Park & Recreation
Board (MPRB) will begin construc-
tion along St. Anthony Parkway bike
trails in August 2007. The existing
32-year old bike trails between the
Camden Bridge (at 37th Ave. NE)
and Ulysses St. NE will be replaced.
The sidewalk on the north side of
the Parkway between Ulysses and
Stinson Parkway will be removed in
order for a 10-foot bike path to be
installed. The sidewalk on the south
side of the Parkway will not be af-
fected by construction. This 3.3 mile
project is expected to be completed
in November 2007, construction
schedule and weather permitting.

Sections of the bike trails will be
closed for use during this time;
separate pedestrian pathways will
remain open. During construction,
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the Parkway though no road clo-
sures are anticipated.

Over the last 10 years, the MPRB
has repaved aging and deteriorating
bicycle trails on the Grand Rounds
regional trail system as funding has
become available.

Full funding is provided
through Metropolitan Council park
funds and Federal TEA-21 transpor-
tation funds.

Trail reconstruction is consistent
with the St. Anthony Parkway Mas-
ter Plan.
